Opening Meditation 
 Sometimes when we are trying something new, or when we are facing a difficult decision, 
or when we want to celebrate something, or when we just feel lost and alone and uncertain 
about life, the universe and everything, we need a blessing. We don’t always think of it that 
way, or word it like that. We say we need advice, or support, or companions, or someone to 
come along beside and lift us up again so we can see more than the tops of our shoes. We 
seek a blessing. 
 
For many of us, we go home; we ask mom; we talk to dad, or brothers and sisters, close 
friends, those we grew up with, those who know us best. Somehow, we know that being 
there, being home with the ones we love, will make all things better. Maybe it won’t be 
fixed, or solved, or wished away, but at least we won’t be alone.
